Cyberbullies use the Internet or cell phones to send hurtful messages or post information to damage people’s reputation and friendships.





Don’t Put Yourself at Risk





Don’t post or send information others could use against you.


Be careful not to insult others when posting or sending online messages.





If You Are Cyberbullied





NEVER RETALIATE!  


Save the message.


Decide whether or not to involve an adult.


Ways to STOP cyberbullying:


Tell the cyberbully to stop. 


Ignore the cyberbully.


Have your parents contact the cyberbully’s parents.


File a complaint with the Web site or service.


Talk to an adult at school.


Contact the police if the cyberbullying message


includes a threat.

Friends Don’t Let Friends Get Hurt Online





  If you see that someone is being cyberbullied:


Tell the cyberbully to stop.


Encourage the target to report the cyberbully.


Tell a trusted adult.
